E.g. the common foctors of 24 and 56 are 1, 2, 4

The greatest common foctor of 24 and 56 is 8.

Children should be able to explain how they know that a number is a common factor.

E.g 8 is a common factor of 24 and 56 because 24 =8 x3and 56 =8 x 7.
